The University will recommend to ACI’s Board of Education any changes that it feels are required and will provide ACI with additional questions to be added to the databases.

After the initial review The University of Reading will carry out an annual review of the databases and syllabi to ensure that they remain consistent with the currently prevailing practices in the wholesale financial markets.
