The WMBA - Wholesale Markets Brokers’ Association Certificate examination to be delivered electronically by Prometric through ACI - The Financial Markets Association  

At its meeting in Paris on 30 September of last year, the Board of Education of ACI - The Financial Markets Association officially recognised the training syllabuses offered by the UK’s Wholesale Markets Brokers’ Association (WMBA) as the recognised global standard for broker training.  Before agreeing to the request, the Board of Education asked the WMBA to include the Model Code examination within the Certificate syllabus.  The WMBA was very happy to do so.

For many years, the WMBA saw a need for broker-specific syllabuses to complement rather than compete with ACI’s existing syllabuses.  Finally, in 1998, the WMBA launched its Certificate and Diploma courses under the accreditation of Birkbeck College, University of London.  In the years since then, a large number of brokers and back-office staff, as well as individuals from outside the industry, both in the UK and overseas, have successfully passed the courses.

As part of this ongoing cooperation between ACI and the WMBA, the WMBA Certificate multiple-choice examination has been converted to an electronically delivered format and, with effect from Monday March 17th 2003, will be delivered via Prometric, the US-based company specialising in electronic examination delivery. Prometric already delivers ACI’s examinations via its worldwide network of test centres.
